STAMP COLLECTION FOR ZUMAT


During the 1950’s a minister, Ray Hunt wanted to realize a vision he had for starting “a flying service in Northern Zululand”.  He collected stamps for 20 years until he had enough money to buy the first plane and ZUMAT which stands for Zululand Mission Air Transport, was born.  ZUMAT is involved in flying Doctors to and from 4 hospitals in the area.  In addition, emergency flights, to transfer critically ill patients to other hospitals are also undertaken. Staff are flown to Ulundi, Durban and Pietermaritzburg for meetings.  Over 3000 flights have been undertaken by ZUMAT in the 28 years of its existence. ZUMAT has 4 planes and hires a 5th when necessary and they have 5 pilots.  


The need for fundraising for a new plane is on-going and ZUMAT raises about R30 000-00 a year from the sale of used postage stamps.  The International School of Helderberg would like to assist this worthy cause by collecting stamps.  


Used, undamaged postage stamps can be sent to school with your child and given to the Teacher or otherwise they can be placed in the purple box in the office.  Please note that the stamps do not need to be removed from the envelopes.
