Dear Parents

Welcome to the new term!


The staff of the High School and I would like to welcome you and your child to a meeting on the 10th February 2009 at 7pm, where we would like to discuss certain important issues with you.

I would like to introduce you to the new members of the High School staff and renew ties with those of us who have been here for a few years.

Year 12 Parents:

· I am meeting with the representatives from the WCED who will be giving us direction for the National Examination which will be written toward the end of the year. At the meeting I will give you more feed back on the work required from the students and the meetings which my staff and I will attend.

· The students and staff will be meeting over the next two weeks to implement an S.R.C. (Student Representative Council). The members of this Council will be made public at the meeting. This group of students will play a meaningful role in the running of the school and will represent all the students from Year 7 – 12.

Year 10 Parents:

· Included in this letter you will find a form on which you need to indicate the “subject selection” you would like your son/daughter to take. There is a recommendation from the staff, but you have the final choice. The form must be returned ASAP. If you wish to consult with us on any subject please feel free to call and set up a meeting.

Year 7 – 9 Parents:

· Students must wear their school uniform everyday, except the day they have Physical Education. They may select to wear the sports uniform on that day or change into the sports uniform before the lesson. (The sports uniform is: School shorts and a white or blue shirt. A school cap or hat and trainers, no school shoes may be worn).

· Ms Prior has offered to run a Senior Drama Club on Thursday afternoons: Grade 7 – 10 from 15H15 – 16H00. This will only take place if the group is more than five children).

General Information:

· Year 9 – 12 will be going to the Parmalat Enviro Centre in Kommetjie from the 25th – 27th March 2009.

· Year 7 – 8 will be attending a camp in Montague from 24th – 27th March 2009. 
· There will be an official test week from the 16th March – 20th March and students will write two subjects a day. The normal school day will continue, but two test periods will be held early in the morning. Students who are absent will need a doctor’s letter and will supplement all subjects they have missed.
· A compulsory science project will be set for Years 7 – 10. The project mark will be part of the promotion mark at the end of the year. Topics will be handed out on the 8th May 2009 and the project will be due on the 2 October. There will be many prizes and an external panel of judges will judge these projects.
· English as a foreign language lessons are held for certain students. These classes are taught during the Afrikaans period and attendance is compulsory. Parents are charged an additional cost for these classes and the financial arrangements are made with the school administration. (These classes are normally discussed with new parents when students are admitted to the school).
I wish you and your family a wonderful Year at home and at ISH and look forward to meeting you on the 10th February 2009.
